If you have witnessed a violation of this 

city’s ordinance (careless driving, unsecured 

loads, dogs at large, nuisance, building & 

zoning violations, etc.) simply fill out this 

form and take completed, signed form to ei-

ther the City Hall or the Police Department.  

The Willard Police Department will investi-

gate to determine if the necessary elements 

of an ordinance violation exist to forward a 

citation to the violator.  You may be called 

upon to sign the citation in order to summons 

the violator into court (if the violation did not 

occur in the presence of the officer).

How to Write Your Narrative 

 
Be sure to include all important facts such as, 

Who, What, When, Where, and How, if 

known.  The date, time, and location of occur-

rence is critical to the successful completion 

of the process. 

 

If a vehicle is involved in the complaint, the 

Color, Year, Make, Model, and License Num-

ber will assist the officers in properly identify-

ing the appropriate person.  

 

Be sure to describe the individual(s) as fully 

as you possibly can including the age, race, 

height, weight, clothing and any other identi-

fying information that you observe. 

 

 

What to Expect Upon Turning in 

Your Completed Form 

 
You may turn in your completed, signed form 

to either the Willard City Hall or the Willard 

Police Department. 

 

 All complaints will be investigated.  

 An officer will contact you for clarifica-

tion, if necessary, or to have you sign the 

citation summonsing the violator into 

court (if the investigation reveals that all 

the elements of the violation have been 

met and did not occur in the presence of 

the officer).  If the incident does not rise 

to the level of actual criminal of ordinance 

violation, the officer will advise you of 

that fact.  

 You may be subpoenaed into court to tes-

tify as a witness or victim.  

Be Certain Your Narrative is True 

and Accurate! 

 

It is very important that citizens who fill out 

this complaint form understand that intention-

ally filing a false report is a criminal offense 

subjecting the filer to criminal penalties up to 

and including fines and/or imprisonment.
